What is the Community Board?

The BOM is a group of Alexandra Neighbourhood House members elected by the Alex House membership to provide overall direction to and accountability for the organization.  It also works on behalf of and within the policies set by the Board of Governors of the Association of Neighbourhood Houses of BC

What do Board members do?

· Board members participate regularly in Board meetings and on committees

· Read minutes and reports as required

· Advocate for and raise awareness of Alex House in the community

· Attend other meetings in the community on behalf of the Board, as required

· Assist with fundraising and promotion initiatives and events

· Set policy and oversee the implementation of policies that are developed by the ANHBC Board of Governors

· Determine long term and strategic directions

· Ensure the overall stewardship of the organization for money, buildings, staff, etc.

· Have a great time committing themselves to an organization with history and spirit.

When are new members elected?

New members are elected each year in October at the Annual General Meeting.  However, during the year, vacancies and opportunities for membership may arise, so interested members are always invited to express their interest in Board membership.  Interested persons should contact the Alex House Executive Director.

Who can be a Board member?

Anyone with the following qualifications can put their name forward to be a board member:

· Commitment to the well-being of the whole community

· Current Alex House membership in good standing for at least 60 days before election as a board member

· Live in South Surrey/White Rock or other communities served by Alex House programs/services

· Able to commit at least 3 hours per month

· Interested in community building and health/social programs

· Able to work well with others in a group setting

· Expertise or knowledge in areas that are needed by the Board (e.g. community knowledge (issues and history), legal issues, finance, fundraising/revenue development, government relations, organizational development, marketing/public relations, business relations, etc.

· Familiarity with Alex House activities or willingness to learn about them

· Commitment to the mission statement, purpose and values of Alex House and ANH and to our Statement of Diversity

· No conflict of interest with the role of Board member
