        Artisans are required to submit a $50 fee with the registration form. Food vendors only are not 
required to pay the registration fee, but must submit 20% of gross sales before departure on the 29th.
    If you are selling food of any kind, including ‘farmer’s market’ type goods, you are required to obtain a 
permit from Fraser Health. This would include jams, jellies, pies etc., as well as food that is considered to 
be a meal. If you have any questions regarding restrictions, requirements, process or applications, please 
go to the website at http://www.fraserhealth.ca/your_health/environmental_health/food_safety/food_
services_permits or contact Fraser Health at 507-5491.
    You will be receiving a letter of confirmation in early May indicating the space allotted to you, as well as 
two posters.
